Finally the flyer advertising the up and coming ACAS and HACC Roadshow on 18 November in Sale is attached.  This workshop aims to provide the opportunity for discussion around service pathways, referral, intake, care coordination and feedback loops within the ACAS and HACC services. Rider Instructions

The ride is to follow the Howitt Bicycle Trail. The trail is marked by red signs with white arrows and
by an occasional red ‘Howitt Bicycle Trail’ sign.
