Vocational Consumer Course
As you may be aware the Consumer Leadership Course was run in Sale by the Health Issues Centre in September.  The 15 participants have since completed the work requirements for that course and have been accredited with the Certificate II qualification.

Victorian Public Health and Wellbeing Plan
On 1 September 2011, the Victorian Government announced the release of the first Public Health and Wellbeing Plan 2011-2015.  The plan is a companion document to the ten-year Victorian Health Priorities Framework 2012 – 2022.  The goal of the plan is to improve the health and wellbeing outcomes for all Victorians by engaging communities in prevention and by strengthening systems for health protection, health promotion and preventive healthcare across all sectors and levels of government.

Accordingly, the next Wellington Health Promotion Plan for 2012 – 2015 will be developed in alignment with the State Government’s Public Health and Wellbeing plan priorities, which in turn will influence regional interventions.  There will be an emphasis on strategic planning in conjunction with local government Community Wellbeing frameworks, in order to strengthen partnerships within the catchment and adapt evidence to a local context.

Latrobe Valley Community Mental Health Service, Latrobe Regional Hospital
Australia is now moving towards the establishment of a National Disability Insurance Scheme (NDIS) with a trial proposed to be conducted in July 2014.  Victoria is expected to participate in the trial. The scheme is proposed to be fully operational nationally by July 2019. Under the proposed scheme, people with disabilities will be eligible for funding support for services such as personal care, equipment, respite and home based support.  

The scheme will be available to people with significant and enduring psychiatric disabilities, but not all people with a mental illness.  At this stage it is not clear exactly what the eligibility criteria will be. Based on the Productivity Commission’s estimates, each year around 14,250 Victorians with severe mental illness will be eligible for around $450 million of support under the new scheme. 

MI Fellowship Victoria is currently working through the details of the proposed scheme, and will keep members and supporters informed of what it means for people with mental illness and their families.
